Entry Fees

Scottish Rowing Spring Regatta
 £18 per seat - 1,000m events
 £20 per seat - 2,000m events

Scottish Rowing Championships
 £20 per seat - 1,000m events
 £22 per seat - 2,000m events

Key principles behind the structure:
 A simple two-tier model based on race distance (1k / 2k)
 No adult / junior differential - athletes receive the same racing opportunity and awards
 A modest price distinction between Spring Regatta and Championships, reflecting the latter’s 

status as our premier domestic competition
 Pricing remains competitive nationally

the Championship experience, including:

 Winning coach recognition medals

 Introduction of Victor Ludorum club leaderboards and prizes (club / school / 
university categories)
